Pictograms, abacus, decoding and magic square- the students of Birla High School Mukundapur
celebrated National Mathematics Day to remember the Legendary Mathematician, Shri Ramanujan
Srinivasan. A number of activities aimed at appreciating the subject, and developing critical thinking
skills were planned for students across classes for a week.

The little ones of Nursery recited number rhymes with actions during their English class. Making an
abacus using an old shoebox for number work not only helped develop their motor skills but also
encouraged them to use this learning aid effectively in class. Jumping and clapping to numbers called
out by the teacher enhanced their listening skills and made their PE classes fun.

Our enthusiastic kindergarteners celebrated the day by integrating Mathematics in all subjects. The
little elves made themselves Christmas ready by making Christmas craft and food with different
shapes such as triangle-shaped reindeer, banana penguins and rosogolla snowmen in their EVS class.
They drew a Christmas tree using different shapes during their Number Work class and found the sum
of the numbers using colour code. Santa brought in different-shaped gifts during story class which the
students identified and connected to everyday objects.

The lesson on ‘Multiplication” was brought alive by the students of Class I as they learnt the concept
by using grids, solved a colour-coded kite on the same and evaluated their knowledge by solving a
quiz on Quizizz and Spin the Wheel. Mathematics was correlated with various subjects like EVS,
where the students drew traffic signs using the Al tool Autodraw, described Srinivasa Ramanujan
over a collaborative board in Nearpod and did hands-on activities in Hindi and Bengali.

The students of Class Il showcased a PowerPoint presentation on ‘Mathematicians of India’. The
little busy bees also solved a fun sheet based on Ramanujan Magic Square to encourage their critical
and logical thinking skills. A hands-on activity on Equal Distribution was done to introduce the
concept of Division.

The young mathematicians of Class I1I were delighted to make a device which they could use to show
their calculations on addition, subtraction, multiplication, and division. Their little hands were at
work crafting the device made by using cardboards, bangles, a pencil, and thin strips of paper, which
not only served as a brain teaser but also highlighted their creativity.

Our celebrations become all the more special when our parent community is a part of it. Mr Manish
Sahu, COO of Kreeti Technologies Pvt Ltd, introduced the students of Class IV to Magic Square
using Ramanujan’s date of birth as an example. Magic Squares are square grids in which every row,
column and diagonal adds up to the same number. Students followed the same pattern and created the
magic square based on their own date of birth (DD+MM+CC+YY). An interactive Housie game was
also played with them later in the week to enhance their mental maths.

The students of Class V applied the magic zero using decimal division and decoded the name of the
Indian mathematician. They also created posters and discussed the contribution of S.Ramanujan to
the world of Mathematics.

The students of Classes VI-VIII experienced the joy of learning as they solved pictogram puzzles by
decoding the value of each symbol and solving questions on logical reasoning. They were also
encouraged to create and design puzzles of their own.

While activities with interdisciplinary approach and experiential learning are embedded into the
curriculum and are a part of the everyday routine, they reached a crescendo during the event. It was
a great learning experience for all

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Eye Care in School-going Children

Our eyes are one of the most precious gifts. We need to take care of them from
childhood. In this article, we will learn about some common diseases that
affect school-going children in the metro cities and how they can take care of
their eyes.

First of all, it is advisable for all parents to take their children for a yearly eye
check-up. This should start at an early age even if there is no apparent eye
problem. We, at our practice, see many children having "Lazy eye". We call it
"Amblyopia". In amblyopia, the affected child usually has high power in one
eve but can see very well with the other. Therefore, the child's brain dictates
the weaker eye not to strain much and subsequently it becomes lazy. As the
child sees well through the good eve. neither the child nor the parents sense
the underlying problem. It only gets detected during a check-up which often
becomes too late. To avoid this, every pre-school child should undergo an eye
examination using cycloplegic medicine (not just a routine check-up). This
can be done in any dedicated eye clinic. Once detected early in life, eyesight
can be restored with proper measures. Too late, and the eye remains weak for
the rest of their lives!.

(Nursery A) dust and pollen, rarely food. Food allergy rarely involves only eves. Food

allergy is more commonly associated with generalized itching and rashes. As
children rub their eyes, it gets worse, and it continues for years. This can even
lead to some vision related complications. To break this chain, the first thing
is to restrict children from rubbing their eyes, which is easier said than done.
So, we should encourage children to wash their eyes. Not only when it itches,
but at regular intervals to wash out the dust and cool the eyes. Children,
generally fond of playing with water, grow this habit with little persuasion.
Along with proper medicines for a few months, this habit helps them in the
long run by preventing recurrence.

Lastly, the peril of modern days, mobiles and computers are leading our
children to an all-spectacled world. Excessive screen-time leads to dry eyes
even in children. Studies have shown that glass power in children can be
reduced over time. Usually in those who perform outdoor activities regularly
but increases in children staying indoors throughout the day. To keep our
children's eyes healthy we must reduce the screen-time as much as possible.
They should be encouraged to follow the 20-20-20 rule i.e. take a break for
20 seconds after every 20 minutes of screen-time to look at an object at a
distance of 20 feet. They can also keep their eyes closed during that period or
wash them alternatively. Let us never forget to keep green, leafy vegetables
and carrots in their diet.

It is our duty to help our children to see the world as bright and colorful as it
is. Let them play, let them learn, let them grow!

Tomato-1 medium size chopped,

Besan-1/2 cup or Soaked rice paste-1/2 cup,

Mustard oil-4tbs

Procedure:

Heat mustard oil.

Then add cumin seeds, mustard seeds and asafoetida.
When it starts to sputter , add chopped ginger and garlic.
When the raw small disappears add the onions.
